Old, Middle, and New Kingdoms 

• Old Kingdom (2686 BCE to 2181 BCE)- “The 

Age of the Pyramids” Built pyramids and had 

stable (strong) leadership. 

• Middle Kingdom (1991BCE to 1786 BCE)- 

“The Period of Reunification” Achievements in 

literature, art, and architecture. 

• New Kingdom (1554 BCE to 1070 BCE)- 

“Egypt’s Golden Age” Time of conquest, 

expansion, and construction of new monuments.

Three Types of Ancient Egyptian 

Writing 
• Hieroglyphs- Fancy, 

religious text (tombs, 
sarcophagi) 

 

• Hieratic- Cursive writing 
done by priests (prayers, 
religious texts) 

 

• Demotic-Casual, 
everyday writing 
(documents, messages)
